Collective Worship and Values Education


Our value for the last half-term has been Freedom. We explained it to the children this way:


Freedom is choice.


Freedom is living with dignity.


Freedom is when rights are balanced with responsibilities.


In an assembly we linked these ideas with Fair Trade Fortnight. Some of the children did more work, such as learning about Fair Trade chocolate in Yrs 1 & 2 and learning about Fair Trade cotton in Yrs 3 & 4. For example, Willow Class sequenced pictures and sentences about the cotton process. 


“You can see Fair Trade signs on things.” – Becky. “Since the assembly I’ve been checking my food.” – Joe. “We’ve been learning where cotton comes from.” – Robert. “We checked where our clothes came from and made a list of countries.” – Joe. 


Reception children made banana splits with Fair Trade bananas and chocolate and weighed Fair Trade fruits and talked about which countries they came from. 


Another idea explored through this value has been about having the freedom to choose your attitude. i.e. positive or negative, selfish or unselfish, helpful or unhelpful. 


We have also heard the story of Jesus being baptised and starting his important work, spreading God’s good news, and how Christians believe his message sets people free.


We have also enjoyed 10 super class assemblies this term – thank you for joining us and supporting your child.
